	Description

	Description
	Describes characteristics of a person, place or thing.


	Generalization 
	Begin with a general statement (There are a wide variety of consequences for breaking rules regarding bicycle usage in urban areas). Examples illustrating the generalization follow.


	Argument
	Begin with a statement that must be proven or supported (Smoking has benefits for the smoker.) Proof or evidence follows the statement.


	Definition
	Begin by identifying a specific term and then describing the general category to which the term belongs, along with specific characteristics of the term that distinguish it from other terms within the category (Democracy, form of government).


	Comparison
	Identify two elements and list how those elements are similar and dissimilar (complementary and analogous colours).


	Problem/ Solution
	Begin by describing a problem. Possible solutions follow (Global warming).
