· How did the author create a certain mood or moods?
· How does the title fit or not fit the text?

· What vocabulary interested you? Confused you?
· What part of the text was most interesting to you and why?
· How would this story be different if it were told by a different character?
· How would this story be different if it occurred in a different time period?
· If you had to write a eulogy for one of the main characters, what would it say? What if you had to write one for the author?
