Six Signals that Indicate a Need for Comprehension Repair
1. The inner voice inside the reader’s head stops its conversation with the text, and the reader only hears his/ her own voice pronouncing the words.

2. The camera inside the reader’s head shuts off, and the reader can no longer visualize what is happening as he/ she reads.

3. The reader’s mind begins to wander, and he/she catches himself/herself thinking about something far removed from the text.

4. The reader cannot remember or retell what he/ she has read.

5. The reader is not getting his/ her clarifying questions answered.

6. Characters are reappearing in the text, and the reader doesn’t recall who they are.
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
