VIEW, PAUSE, PREDICT, AND THINK ALOUD


Teachers model and verbalize thoughts and strategies for viewing and considering the text and subtext.  Teachers can use the pause function in a video, for example, in order to model making predictions and reflecting upon, talking about, comparing, and critically evaluating key points in the visual text.  Periodically, teachers can stop to question a statement, an opinion, or a perspective.  Encourage students to make notes or talk to a partner during pauses and to consider not only the information being presented but also the techniques being used.
