Class Splash
1. Create a sentence starter or prompt for which you would like all students to see each other’s responses.
2. As students generate their thoughts, ask them to write them down on a place on the whiteboard, chalkboard or on a wiki space.
3. Debrief by asking students to walk around, analyze the thoughts and jot down connections or similarities or differences.
4. Invite students to get into small groups and share what they noticed, filling out their charts. 
5. Debrief as a whole class.
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· The intention of this activity is to encourage everyone to contribute to thinking and to analyze each other’s responses in relation to their own.
