Cooperative Reading Group Guidelines

Leader: Keeps groups on task. The leader is responsible for:
· Starting meetings/ task on time
· Keeping track of time 
· Making sure every group member is fulfilling their role
· Remind students to be supportive and avoid criticism
· Fill the role of any absent group member
· Make sure everyone is aware of their roles
· Be in charge of the final review process
Summarizer: Starts the group’s work by offering a summary of the reading. This might include the use of:
· An outline
· A chart
· Pictures
· A dramatization of part of the material
· A review of important, interesting, or unusual sentences
· Any combination of the above
Connector: Notes connections such as:
· Previous lessons
· The outside world
· Personal experiences, feelings or thoughts
· Other people, places, events
· The news
· Any combination of the above
Quizmaster: Creates 5 to 10 questions based on the reading and conducts brief quizzing sessions. The quizzes might include:
· True/ False questions
· Multiple choice questions
· Fill-in-the-blank questions
· Flashcards
· Definitions
· Characters to identify or events to sequence
· Opinion questions that fuel a group discussion
· Essential questions relating to how and why
· Any combination of the above
